Streaming Via Zoom or Desktop Video Conferencing (DVC). Instructors and students 

interact using video, audio, and screen sharing. Zoom will operate on computers with 

either the Windows, Mac, Chrome, or Linux computers. There are also iOS and Android 

apps available for mobile devices in the App Store and Google Play. 

Step 1: Establish your Columbia State Zoom Account 

1. Go to https://columbiastate.zoom.us 

2. Click on Download Client at the bottom of page to reach the Download Center 

3. Under Zoom Client for Meetings, click on Download, open or run after the 

download is complete, and follow the prompts 

4. A Sign-In box will appear after the download is complete; click on the Sign in
